Brian visits a local family support 
web service, where he finds the Family 
Information Directory on its home page, 
while Margaret finds the Directory on 
her daughter’s school website. 
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Brian looks through the “days out” 
listings for his area, but Margaret is 
unsure of who can help her, so enters 
her concern – behaviour issues – in 
the search box. Both find services that 
can help, complete with maps and 
contact details. 

For Brian, Zac and Niah, that 
half-term sees them visit a city farm, 
go swimming and try gymnastics classes. 
Margaret finds the support and advice 
she is looking for, when she calls a local 
behavioural specialist to talk through 
her worries.
